There is
a lovely space above the bed for a wall hanging and so we are calling all the
textile artists out there to design and make a wallhanging to fill the gap.

The challenge is open to all SEFWI WI members and Associates who have
paid their 2010 subscription.

The closing date is May 30th. Entries to be delivered to Orford Street by
that date.

The wallhanging must not be larger
than 50cm wide and 90cm long, it can
be made in any fabric including paper,
stitched by hand or machine and
consist of three layers. Any technique
may be used but the emphasise is on
stitch. Any embellishment is
permissible. All entries must include a
hanging sleeve stitched to the top
back and a label with the makers
name and date stitched to the bottom
left-hand corner on the back. Designs
should be original.
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The theme we have chosen is Coastal Suffolk. The colours in the room are
.caramel, cream and coffee but we would like to inject a bit of colour.

Judging will take place the second week in June 2010 and an exhibition of
all entries will be staged in the new multi purpose room at Orford St after
that date. Participants must agree that the chosen hanging will be retained
by SEFWI to hang in the Denman bedroom.
